High consumption during the holy month of Ramadan
High consumption during pilgrimage holy days

Too many intermediators and long chain market

50% percent of local produced consumed locally
Local prices do not award farmers for higher quality
No government intervention in Date market chain
Less amounts sold in whole sale markets

UAE is a regional Hub for Date markets

Dates pay 4% as sale taxes and 15 Jod per ton as fresh fruit
while all other fruit pay only the wholesale market fees
and Exhibition of sale taxes
